Generation ‘Y’

―When I was your age…‖ how often have you 

heard that phrase? You might‘ve heard it from your 

parents, boss, mentor, or even just some people 

you‘ve had conversations with.  Though, it seems that 

lately, this phrase has been repeated more often than 

not.  Is it that hard to see the difference between 

generations? 

The tools we use to enable us in the design 

process has revolutionized with warp speed (for the 

Trekkies).  We have every possible computer software 

programs available to help with 2D or 3D drafting, 

modeling, or just simply ―sketch‖.  There‘s SketchUp, 

AutoCAD, Revit, Solidworks, Vectorworks, 3ds MAX, 

Rhino, FormZ, etc.  Then, there‘s the LEED exam, BIM 

and many other alternatives to building design. 

Aside from the tools, even the nomenclature for an 

unlicensed architect has ―evolved‖.  Long ago, the term 

―apprentice‖ was widely used for any unlicensed 

architects, college educated or not.  Here in WA State, 

according to WAC 308-12-025, the title ―intern 

architect‖ may only be used if you‘ve earned a degree 

through an approved accredited program AND are 

practicing under the ―direct supervision of a licensed 

architect.  This brings up the question…what did you 

call an intern before this in WA State? CAD drafter? 

Even though it seems that Generation Y has it 

―easier‖ with computers easing our pains of being a 

CAD drafter.  But we‘re still, in so many ways, have 

our hands ties with restrictions and requirements and 

are faced with a lot more obstacles.  We‘re forced to 

follow the thinking and carrying out the traditional ways 

of architectural design but get passed off for those who 

knows Revit or LEED.  We‘ve been given the title 

―intern architect‖ but yet our responsibilities are still the 

same and limited.  This is what is to be expected in the 

life of an intern architect. 

In the end, is it fair to be compared to a generation 
that was different in so many ways? Technology has 
advanced, social and cultural mannerism has evolved.  
Why is it that our ways of thinking cannot be change?  
We may not be able to associate with the ways of 

previous generations.  However, there are ways that 

we can bridge the gap between generations.  The best 

recommended way is through communication without 

the criticism
