Modern expression of
architectural analysis

With the new use of technology, architects now
have a whole new tool to approach architectural
design. The tool also allows for ease of
experimentation through the virtual environment. This
new language is possible through the use of digital
applications.

In recent TED news, the first Earth Award was
given to Neri Oxman, an architect/researcher at MIT,
on her FAB.REcology project. The award is given to
design solutions that will improve the social and
ecological way of life. The project was described in the
January issue of Business Wire as groundbreaking
because of its combination of “the principals of
biomimicking with the design and construction of built
environments”

The concept is an interesting one, looking at the
inter-relationship between architecture, engineering,
computing and ecology. This is sustainability in its true
sense which yields to the elements of nature and
materiality. The project’'s exploration pushes the
envelope where materials, structural and design
composition applies. Her use of digital applications in
analyzing the constraints of a typical material is very
provocative.
