route did not win favor with the City Council. Since that

time, Sound Transit has proceeded with the
engineering of this portion of the tracks using a
combination of earth berming, retaining walls and
elevated structures.

Recently, AIASWW has stepped in to assist the
community once again to better understand the
proposed design and to solicit input and feedback.
Sound Transit and City of Tacoma officials are also
invited. Several AIA SWW interns are working on a
Sketch-up model to illustrate how the current design
may look, as well as how development might look over
time. The modeling will also explore other possible
means of track elevation along the half mile stretch,
responding to larger goals of future urban in-fill
development. | hope to see many of you at the
October 5™ Forum.
