Volunteer to be a Mentor  
Associate members of the AIA SWW are looking for 

licensed architects who are interested in volunteering 
to be IDP mentors.  The current version of the Intern 

Development Program (IDP) does not require an intern 
working toward licensure to have both a supervisor 

and a mentor, although meeting with a mentor is 
encouraged. 

Interns are encouraged to seek out mentors who do 
not work in the office in which they are employed, but 
often young professionals beginning their career have 

few contacts outside of where they work. 
The goal is to assemble a list interns may reference 

when they are searching for a mentor.  Please contact 
Cheryl Zoltak at aia@aiasww.org if you would like to 

volunteer to be a mentor. 
Mentor: A mentor is a loyal advisor, teacher, or coach.  
An IDP mentor should make a long-term commitment 
to an intern‘s professional growth.  A mentor must be 
an architect; however, the mentor does not need to be 

registered in the jurisdiction where the intern is 
located.   

A Mentor’s Role: An intern and a mentor should meet 
periodically to review experience reports submitted for 

the IDP.  A mentor is also a resource for additional 
training and supplementary education activities and 

can provide guidance to enhance an intern‘s 
professional growth. 

Expectations for a Mentor: An intern and mentor 
should discuss expectations and come to an 

agreement on such issues as: the length of the 
relationship; frequency and types of meetings and 

other activities; and how to give each other feedback.

FREE TO COME AND GO 

Agnes is an 82-year-old Tacoma homeowner who was in 
need of a wheelchair ramp. Days before Thanksgiving, 
Agnes rushed her husband, a Pearl Harbor Survivor, to 
the hospital where he was admitted to the ICU. When 

leaving for the  
 

evening, she fell and broke her hip in the parking lot, 
forcing her admission to the hospital as well. 

Unfortunately, during her recovery, her husband of more 
than 60 years passed away. Agnes‘ family reached out to 

Rebuilding Together South Sound for help. 
Upon review of the site conditions Rebuilding Together 
determined that a permit would be required due to the 

required ramp height. The Emerging Leaders Group and 
The AIA stepped up to the plate and created the 

necessary site and ramp drawings for the permit. Two 
members of the Emerging Leaders Group Kelly Myles 

Braun and JR Mills prepared drawings and Randy Cook 
of TCF Architecture reviewed the drawings prior to 

submitting for permit. Rebuilding Together obtained the 
permit in June and professional carpenter volunteers 

constructed the ramp in July.  
Agnes is thrilled with the new ramp. She is now free to 

enter and exit her home without assistance.  

 
 
 

About Rebuilding Together: 
Rebuilding Together South Sound is a nonprofit 
dedicated to free home repairs for low-income 

homeowners. Their clientele are the elderly, disabled and 
families with children living in Pierce County, Auburn and 

Federal Way who cannot complete the repairs for 
financial or physical reasons. In addition to their annual 

participation in National Rebuilding Day, Rebuilding 
Together South Sound has been completing more than a 
dozen Home Modifications a year. These modifications 

are meant to aide the homeowner in mobility and help to 
insure their ability to age safely in place. None of this 
work would be possible without generous donations, 
sponsorships and volunteers. More information about
